Specification of Duties

e Cleaning Work
o Expected to help maintain facility cleanliness and operability with a

supervising worker.
= Cleaning lockers, fill soap & paper products, garbage disposal etc.
You are NOT expected to handle dangerous chemicals without prior training.
You are NOT expected to use dangerous chemicals alone or without being
provided with PPE.
e Lesson Shadowing
o Expected to assist an instructor in providing swimming lessons.
= Retrieving lesson equipment, demonstrating items, creating
boundaries with swimmers.
o You are NOT expected to teach or handle a class on your own.
o You are NOT expected to take a lead role in teaching a class.
e LaneSwim
o Shadow workers: change over swims and prepare the facility for operations,
this caninclude opening and closing tasks.
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=  Equipmentretrieval, lifejacket sizing, amenities etc.
o You are NOT expected or permitted to guard a swim by yourself.
e Public Swim

o Shadow workers: change over swims and prepare the facility for operations,

this can include opening and closing tasks.
=  Equipmentretrieval, lifejacket sizing, amenities etc.

o Clear away used toys, disinfect pool items and other tasks as necessary.

o You are NOT expected or allowed to guard a swim by yourself.

o You are NOT required or permitted to assist, handle or administer any
rescues, first aid or incidents. In the event of an emergency, you will
assume a bystander / public-patron role and follow the instructions of all
staff present.
