Aurora and Borealis are both early pollinating variety. Pair
with other early pollinators to have a higher yield. Aurora
is a great companion variety for the Tundra haskap.

Mustang Cherry Plum:

Mustang Cherry Plum is a cherry-plum hybrid. You'll
enjoy its fragrant white flowers in spring and sweet fruit
in late August.

Mustang Cherry Plums are about one inch in diametre
and have a strong cherry taste. This plant is small enough
to fit in moderately sized yards.

Christmas Blue Spruce:

The Christmas Blue Spruce is a popular choice for Christ-
mas tree farms due to its strong scent and pyramidal
shape. This is a cultivar of the Blue Spruce and is a cold-
hardy evergreen tree with grey-blue needles.

Tower Poplar:

Tower Poplar is a fast growing, tall columnar tree that
closely resembles the Swedish aspen. It produces no fluff,
requires minimal maintenance and no pruning. It can tol-
erate drought and thrives in poor soils. Tower Poplar is
most commonly planted in shelterbelts or to line drive-
ways and property lines as a privacy hedge.
